Obijective: The aim of this research is to find out whether there is an influence of
earthquake disaster simulation on the preparedness of SDN 1 Klaten. Method: This
research is a type of quantitative research with a pre-experimental method with a
one group Pre-test Post-test Design approach. Results: The majority of
respondents after being given the Simulation for Facing Earthquake Disasters had
unprepared preparedness totaling 20 respondents (35.7%), , The p-value is 0.000
so it can be concluded that the p value is <0.05 so that Ha is accepted and HO is
rejected, so there is an influence of the simulation of facing an earthquake disaster
on the preparedness of students at SDN 1 Klaten. Conclusion: there is an influence
of simulations dealing with earthquake disasters on the preparedness of students at
SDN 1 Klaten.
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
