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ABSTRAK 

Latar belakang: Munculnya bank syariah pasti akan meningkatkan kompetisi di pasar 

bank. Banyak faktor memengaruhi pertumbuhan perbankan di Indonesia. Kondisi saat 

ini memiliki dua ancaman utama yang harus diperhatikan karena dapat menunjukkan 

kelemahan perbankan global: pelemahan pasar properti komersial dan koneksi bank 

dengan lembaga keuangan non-bank. Metode: Studi ini menggunakan statistik 

deskriptif, uji normalitas, dan uji sample T independen. Hasil: Bank konvensional dan 

syariah tidak memiliki perbedaan yang signifikan dalam kinerja keuangan, menurut 

indikator Return On Asset (ROA), Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR). Sebaliknya, 

indikator Return On Equity (ROE), Loan to Deposit Ratio (LDR), dan Biaya Operasi 

Pendapatan Operasi (BOPO) menunjukkan bahwa tidak ada perbedaan yang signifikan 

dalam kinerja keuangan antara bank konvensional dan syariah. Kesimpulan: Bank 

syariah menunjukkan kinerja yang lebih baik daripada bank konvensional dalam hal 

Return On Asset (ROA), Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR) dan BOPO nilai rasio tersebut 

memiliki nilai yang lebih tinggi. Namun, bank konvensional menunjukkan kinerja yang 

lebih baik dalam Return On Equity (ROE) dan Loan to deposit ratio (LDR) dengan 

nilai rata-rata ROE dan LDR yang lebih baik.  
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ABSTRACT 

Background: The emergence of Islamic banks will definitely increase competition in the 

banking market. Many factors influence banking growth in Indonesia. The current 

condition has two main threats that must be considered because they can show the 

weakness of global banking: the weakening of the commercial property market and the 

connection of banks with non-bank financial institutions. Method: This study uses 

descriptive statistics, normality test, and independent sample T test. Results: 

Conventional and sharia banks do not have significant differences in financial 

performance, according to the Return On Assets (ROA), Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR) 

indicators. On the other hand, the Return On Equity (ROE), Loan to Deposit Ratio 

(LDR), and Operating Costs Operating Income (BOPO) indicators show that there is 

no significant difference in financial performance between conventional and sharia 

banks. Conclusion: Islamic banks show better performance than conventional banks in 

terms of Return On Assets (ROA), Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR) and BOPO. These 

ratio values have higher values. However, conventional banks show better performance 

in Return On Equity (ROE) and Loan to deposit ratio (LDR) with better average ROE 

and LDR values. 
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
